THE WINE: 

A clean dry modern Australian Sauvignon Blanc!  
The hue is slightly green bordering on transparent. The overall 
aromatics can be simplified to lime leaves and summer fruit 
salads (no sweaty armpits, cut grass or medicinal herbs). The 
palate is elegant yet thirst quenching. The intentional crisp natural 
acidity also enables this wine to work is way comfortably on to 
any dinner table along side lighter courses. 
 
 
THE VINES:  

The historical Wylpena Vineyard on Bagshaws Road in McLaren 
Flat was one of the original fruit sources for Chateau Reynella’s 
White Ports (Fortified Sauvignon Blanc). A Century later, it is 
now owned and operated by the Wright family. Viticulturist Dan 
Wright applies traditional and his state-of-the-art practices that 
consistently create fabulous foundation flavours that are ideal for 
this modern wine style.
